OneKEY

How do I use OneKey?

OneKEY is easy to use.  The basic algorithm is to create your own unique course, and then populate it with on-line materials provided by Prentice Hall.  Students locate your course using the specific code name you assign and distribute to your students.  Complete instructions are available at the OneKEY site as well as in printed Instructor Quick Start Guides.

How is the on-line problem bank organized?  

Problems are organized by the chapters and sections in each Hibbeler text.  To aid in assignment, each problem contains a description of the concepts it tests, as well as an estimate of its degree of difficulty.

How do I edit Hibbeler problems and post the customized versions for my class?

Problems were created in MS Word.  Simply save any problems you’d like to edit to your computer, and then edit as you choose.  Then save these edited problems into your class’ OneKey course. (Simple step-by-step instructions provided on-line)  

How do I create solutions for the problems I edit and post the customized versions for my class?

All solutions were created using MathCAD.  Simply save any solutions you need to edit to your computer, open in MathCAD, and make any changes necessary.  MathCAD will automatically generate an updated solution.   Should you choose, save these edited solutions into you OneKey course for students to use.  (Simple step-by-step instructions are provided on-line, including how to “lock” solutions you distribute to students).

How do I get a copy of MathCAD if I don’t have a license?  Is it hard to learn?

If you do not have MathCAD on your machine, and your department does not have a license, trial versions are available from MathSoft. Simply visit http://education.mathsoft.com/teaching/trial/  or call 617-444-8214. Complete versions of MathCAD are available at deep discounts for educators from stores such as www.acdemicsuperstore.com.

What does PHGradeAssist do?  How does it work in the Hibbeler OneKey course?

PHGradeAssist is an on-line tool that will generate algorithmic versions of problems automatically, and grade and record the student’s answer.  It is a great tool to use if you only need to grade the answer vs. the entire solution, or want to offer students with an on-line practice tool with feedback.  It comes free as part of OneKey.

How do I use the student hints?

Each problem comes with a student hint file.  Provide this hint along with the problems you assign to help students.  Hints are editable should you choose to customize you help.

How do my students Access the OneKEY class?

Students will need a OneKey access code.  This is available bundled for free with a new book (contact your PH rep or engineering @prenhall.com for the correct isbn).  Students can order stand-alone access cards or purchase access codes from www.prenhall.com.  When you create your OneKEY course, you will assign it a unique identifier.  Provide this to your students so they go directly to your course.

I want my students to have more problems available than just those I assign to study. Can Hibbeler’s OneKey help?

Yes, feel free to put as many OneKey on-line problems in your course as you choose, or use the PHGradeAssist tool for Algorithmic practice.  OneKEY even provides a separate bank of study problems you can make available.

How do students Access and use the Active Book?

The Active Book appears within OneKey broken down to the section level.  Students can access and refer to it any time they have access to the internet.  This is especially useful to students who are working problem sets you have provided on-line.

How much does this cost?

It is free with the purchase of any new Hibbeler text.  It is available as a standalone for $35 net (approx $46 at the booksore)

Is Onekey available for sale as a standalone?

Yes, students can either purchase a standalone access card, or buy access codes at www.prenhall.com using a credit card.

How is these Paperbacks different from the hardcover book?

Principles Editions have exactly the same text and examples as the hardcover books.  We have removed all the end of section problems and put them on-line at OneKEY.  Students must use a OneKEY course to access their homework.
